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City Council Election Candidate Interview 3

SAPULPA — With the Sapulpa City Council
coming up on February 10, the Sapulpa Herald
continues its series of interviewing candidates
so that readers can get a better feel for who is
running.

This time, we spoke to Mike Harris, pastor
of Beams of Light Church, who is running in
the Ward 1 City Council race, for the spot cur-
rently held by Elizabeth Nicolas.

Harris began by providing readers with the
following written resume:

“EXPERIENCE: MANAGEMENT HIGH-
LIGHTS

for television stations in Missouri, Oklahoma,
New Mexico, Chicago, and Hawaii.

“Chief Operating Officer/Vice-President
(165+ employees), Continuous Care Centers of
Oklahoma - Oversight of operations for 3 hospi-
tals and temporary nursing staff agency.

“Pastor of 20 years, currently serving Beams
of Light at Sapulpa. Also currently serving as AV

“Poured thousands of yards of concrete on
residential and commercial projects across
Oklahoma, Kansas, and Texas including Schools
(Ex: Mounds HS), Libraries, City Hall, Military
Bases (Vance, Tulsa Air National Guard), and
more.

“Traveled across the nation for 22 years as
Emcee and Lead Singer with The Ambassadors,
producing multiple recordings and ministering in
churches, special venues, and sang to our active-
duty troops to celebrate America’s Independence
Day.

“EDUCATION AND TRAINING: Graduated
Sapulpa High School in 1978 with full music
scholarships to The University of Oklahoma,
University of Arkansas and a partial Scholarship
to Oral Roberts University. I married and went to
work as the corporate buyer for Hobby Lobby
Stores, Inc. My skills and talents include coordi-
nating showcases at NRB for the California and
Washington events, crusades for Nicky Cruz in
Kansas City and Albuquerque. Our Media busi-
ness has produced commercials, music videos,
corporate highlight reels, weddings, ‘Live’
streaming events, PSA’s, websites, tape transfer
(including Sapulpa Historical Society) duplica-
tion services and more.”

Next, Harris explained what prompted him to
run for City Council.

“At 66 years of age, and in the town that I
absolutely love, my qualifications on many levels
to serve is broadened by what the Council can
provide,” Harris said. “I am already, with a ser-
vant’s heart, pastoring, and so that would give me
a greater ability to serve the citizens of Sapulpa
on the Council.”

When asked what he would do differently
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from the incumbent if elected, Harris replied:

“I prefer not to take the armchair quarterback position.
20/20 vision is not hindsight. I am not looking at what the
incumbent has done or not done as much as I am looking at
where we are at and what we are focused on in the future.”

Harris stated his goals, if elected to the Ward 1 City Council
seat.

“My goals if elected is, first of all, to have a voice at the
City Council,” he said. “While we say we have a voice, and we
say that we are available, and we say a lot of things, it seems
very cumbersome for a Sapulpa citizen to really have a voice
in what goes on at the City Council.

“I'm not saying it doesn’t happen, but it is a challenge. So,
T would like to look at the process by which we allow people
to speak at City Councils, even the process by which we give
notifications to the City, on what’s going on in our city, before
the proverbial, ‘Well, it didn’t bother me till it hit my door.”
What’s going on in our city affects all of us to a degree at one
point or another.

“I would even like to look at the possibility of, and research
into, creating an app for the city that would allow people to
receive notifications on whatever it is that they are interested
in.”

The Ward 1 candidate then laid out his plan for economic
development in Sapulpa.

“I would like to see why — first of all, because I don’t
know the answers to this, not being in that position — I would
like to see why is it that Sand Springs gets Olive Garden, Sand
Springs gets a Chick-fil-A, Glenpool gets Wendy’s. What is it
that we are not offering? I would like Sapulpa to be the draw,
not the last straw.”

Harris stated his stance on public safety.

“Public safety is huge from the fact that in Sapulpa, we
have a lot of homeless people,” Harris stated. “So, we have a
lot of people that are walking around, and public safety can be
shored up if we can help take care of that problem.”

The Ward 1 candidate explained his stance on police and
fire funding.

“I would never vote against funding in any of those depart-
ments,” he said. “T think that they are critical to our livelihood
and the safety of our community.”

Harris concluded the interview by stating why voters
should choose him.

“You should consider voting for me because I have the
qualifications,” he said. “I have a background that is vast, with
hands-on experience and success. It’s so widespread; that as
you look at my resume that I have sent out, you can see that
about anything that comes up in the City Council, I would be
